All delegates must complete the visa application process prior to your
departure. Each of you will be responsible for securing your own Turkish visa for
entry into Turkey. Visa letters will be sent to you only if you have been accepted to
attend the Middle East/Africa Regional Conference. When you receive your visa letter,
you should apply for a visa immediately. If you are younger than 20 years old, you will
need a parent’s letter approval to apply for a visa. You should contact the nearest
Turkish consulate or embassy to know more information about entry visas. Online

PTPI is not responsible for
any advance fees that you might have to pay before the visa interview (Ex. Airline ticket,
visa fees...etc.).

Your Flight to Izmir, Turkey:

You are required to purchase your own flight from your home town to Adnan
Menderes Airport in Izmir, Turkey after receiving your Visa. Don’t purchase your
flight before acquiring the Turkish visa. Please note that you should arrive Izmir on June
26, 2009. The last day of the conference is July 1, 2009. You can extend your stay in
Turkey, but it is your own responsibility to arrange for hotels, flights and any other
extras after the end of the 2009 Middle East/Africa Regional Conference.
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Aiwrport Pickup

Airport pickups will be arranged by PTPI. Once accepted, please make sure to submit
your flight details to PTPI’'s Middle East/Africa Regional Office for airport pick up. In
case you fail to submit your correct flight information at least 2 weeks before the
conference, you will be taking care of your own transportation from Izmir airport to the
conference hotel venue.
